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February is often thought of as the month of Love with an  
emphasis on romantic love with Valentineôs Day mid-month.   
 
Yet I thought it might be a good time for us to remember some 
other references to Love.   óFor God so loved the 
world...ò (John 3:16)   Jesus answered, ñThe first is, óHear, O 
Israel: the Lord our God, the Lord is one; you shall love the 
Lord your God with all your heart, and with all your soul, and 
with all your mind, and with all your strength.ô The second is 

this, óYou shall love your neighbor as yourself.ô There is no other  
commandment greater than these.ò (Mark 12:29-31) 
 
Martin Luther King, Jr. said, ñDarkness cannot drive out darkness; only light 
can do that. Hate cannot drive out hate; only love can do that.ò 
 
From an early age we in the church are taught by song, ñJesus loves me! This 
I know, for the Bible tells me so. Little ones to him belong; they are weak but 
he is strong.ò 
 
And much of our hymnology reminds us of Godôs love.  A few examples:  
ñLove Divine, All Loves Excellingò written by Charles Wesley in 1747.  ñGift 
of Loveò by Hal Hopson in 1972  ñHow Can We Name a Loveò by Brian 
Wren in 1973  ñWhat Wondrous Love is Thisò, a US Folk Hymn before 1955  
ñBlest Be the Tie that Bindsò written by John Fawcett in 1782.  
 
And the list can go on and on with additions from more current listings of 
both sacred and secular music.   
 
As we journey through the month of February may we look for evidence of 
Godôs love and Godôs call for us to love, to believe that love is the greatest 
force in the world.  May we look for that evidence wherever we are and in 
whatever situation we find ourselves and may we seek ways to share Godôs 
love, to plant seeds of Godôs love even in this mid-winter time.  
 
Bishop Palmer, in union with the other Bishops of the UMC, is asking us to be 
in prayer for the unity of the UMC as the Commission to study possible ways 
the UMC will journey into the future begins its work.  
 
We, in this country, have experienced once again a peaceful transition of  
power at our highest governmental position.  And we have experienced the 
freedom we have to assemble and demonstrate for what we believe in.  May 
we continue to pray for our new president, for all those who make decisions 
that impact all of us and the world in which we live.   
 
May we find ways to plant seeds of love this February and throughout the 
year!!  It is good to be in ministry with you.
